Christians interpret this in a variety of ways: for example, as a sacrifice for
sin; as a victory over sin, death and the Devil; paying the punishment as a
substitute for everyone’s sins; rescuing the lost and leading them to God;
leading from darkness to light, from slavery to freedom.

Christians remember Jesus’s sacrifice through the service of Holy
Communion (also called the Lord’s Supper, the Eucharist or the Mass).
Belief in Jesus’s resurrection confirms to Christians that Jesus is the
incarnate Son of God, and that death is not the end.

This belief gives Christians hope for life with God, starting now and
continuing in a new life (Heaven).

Christians believe that Jesus calls them to sacrifice their own needs to the
needs of others, and some are prepared to die for

others and for their faith.
